Regler for ansggning om fondsmidler hos Dansk Krzeftforskningsfond

Dansk Kraeftforskningsfond indkalder ansggninger til dette ars uddeling, hvor der vil vaere 4.500.000 kroner
til radighed. Fonden gnsker at prioritere stgtte til initiering af nye danske forskningsprojekter.

Uddelingen malrettes yngre post-graduate forskere, saledes at der ydes stgtte til opstart og tidlige faser af
ph.d. studier. Der kan ansgges om stgtte inden for det fgrste ar efter indskrivning fraset orlovsperioder.
Ved ansggning inden indskrivning pa ph.d. studie kan midler fgrst udbetales ved dokumentation for
indskrivning.

Skolarstipendiater og post docs kan ikke komme i betragtning. Der bevilges ikke stgtte til kongresrejser.

Stgtte kan gives til projekter inden for basal og epidemiologisk kraeftforskning samt alle former for klinisk
kraeftforskning. Der kan ansgges om 1-arige bevillinger, der ikke overskrider 250.000 kr.

Fonden daekker ikke udgifter til “overhead” eller studieafgifter. Der kan ikke forventes bevilling til projekter,
som tidligere har opnaet stgtte fra fonden.

Ansggeren skal veere den unge forsker, som skal udfgre det pagaldende projekt. Fonden stgtter kun ét
projekt pr hovedvejleder. Ved indsendelse af flere ansggninger pr. hovedvejleder, vil alle ansggninger blive
afvist.

Guidelines for applying for funding from Dansk Kraeftforskningsfond (The Danish Cancer Research
Foundation)

The Danish Cancer Research Foundation invites applications for this year's award, where DKK 4,500,000 will
be available. The foundation wants to prioritize support for the initiation of new Danish research projects.

The grant is targeted at younger post-graduate researchers, providing support for the start-up and early
phases of PhD studies. Applications can be submitted within the first year after enrolment, excluding
periods of leave. If you apply before enrolment in a PhD program, funds can only be paid out upon
documentation of enrolment.

Scholarship holders and post docs are not eligible. Funding is not granted for support for congress travel is
not granted.

Funding is available for projects within basic and epidemiological cancer research and all types of clinical
cancer research. Applications can be submitted for 1-year grants that do not exceed DKK 250,000.

The fund does not cover overheads or tuition fees. It cannot be projects that have previously received
support from the fund are not expected to be funded.

The applicant must be the young researcher who will carry out the project in question. The fund only
supports one project per principal supervisor. If multiple applications are submitted per principal
supervisor, all applications will be rejected.
